
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Things are not always what they seem, and unfortunately, this is too often the case with pet foods. Many 
unnatural ingredients remain undisclosed to consumers shopping for organic or natural pet diets. A past 
newsletter featured an article titled, “How Natural is Natural.” Its purpose was to disclose the hidden processing 
aids found in synthetic vitamins and minerals. These types of manufactured additives are commonly added to 
many pet foods. Such additives include: rice hulls, corncob, sodium aluminum, gelatin, mineral oil, sucrose, 
maltodextrin, corn flour and modified starch.  Common among these additives is the chemical preservative 
butylated hydroxytoluene (BHT). It is found in many man-made, fat-soluble vitamins used to fortify pet foods, 
including vitamins A, D, E, and K. The article also noted that Association of American Feed Control Officials 
(AAFCO) acknowledges the presence of heavy metal contaminants such as arsenic, lead, mercury, cadmium, 
and nickel in mineral feed supplements used in pet foods. AAFCO permits a certain level of these 
contaminants despite their potential toxicity to animals and the environment. Many minerals included in feed 
supplements come from industrial by-products that contain these heavy metals.  
 
In recalling the previous article, I wish to bring into focus a related ingredient found on virtually all dry pet food 
ingredient panels. Dry palatant coatings are typically known as liver digest or natural flavor. While reviewing 
tech sheets from some of the main palatant suppliers, I was shocked to find that ingredients labeled as “natural 
flavoring” included many chemical additives. 
 
A popular so-called “natural” coating listed on many cat food panels is natural liver flavor. I recently discovered 
that Sodium Acid Pyrophosphate (see references below), not liver, is the primary ingredient in some of these 
coatings. From my understanding, this chemical surfactant is added for its ability to cause a cat’s mouth to 
water once it comes in contact with the kibble. The increased saliva is meant to help moisten the kibble and 
allow the cat to more easily chew the food. Sodium Acid Pyrophosphate is commonly sourced from China and 
is potentially toxic. Tests revealed this ingredient to be lethal to mice at doses of 2650 mg/kg. The other 
ingredients in some of these liver palatants included soybean oil, Lecithin (product from soybean), and soy 
flour. 
 
In an effort to keep Nature’s Logic free of these types of ingredients, we formulated our own all-natural 
coatings. Our coatings contain 100% all-natural spray dried chicken liver, animal plasma protein, probiotics and 
enzymes. The natural liver coatings are produced by us and do not include any ingredients not disclosed on 
our ingredient panels. Nature’s Logic continues to strive to make the best all natural and 100% whole food 
product on the market. By purchasing whole food ingredients to create our diets, we easily eliminate 
ingredients from China and the dozens of processing aids that have the potential of harming your pet.  At 
Nature’s Logic our commitment is to be exactly what we claim without the hidden ingredients.
